Why is the solar spotlight at 11:11?

This coordinates with the date of Veterans Day, November 11.

a. Eagles are on the branch flag poles at ceremonies and the
committee felt it would be strange to have the eagle’s back to the
Seal.

The eagle facing the pillars when under the solar spotlight is
better for photographers and television coverage on Veterans Day.
The committee never discussed the placement, that is simply how
it was laid.
Our nation, represented by the Seal, looks to the military to
defend it.
